Saben que es una ley dirigida espe-
cificamente a los mexicanos —porque historicamente,
la raza ha sido el objetivo principal de la policia y
cuando detenidos, son los tinicos que se les piden "los
papeles".

Ademas, esta ley estimula a organizaciones racis-
ta-vigilantes como el Ku Klux Klan, Minutemen y
otros grupos similares, a escalar sus ataques violentos
contra la comunidad mexicana. Ya, varias personas
han muerto, entre ellos una nina de 9 afios (Brisenia
Flores) y decenas golpeados, por racistas que culpan
a los mexicanos de todos sus problemas.

La aprobaci6n de la SB 1070 y otras leyes "anti-
inmigrante" deben ser de sorpresa a nadie. En Ari-
zona y en todo Estados Unidos, el temor de perder

OUR STRUGGLE AGAINST RACISM AND
THE OPPRESSION OF RAZA IN ARIZONA
AND THROUGHOUT THE U.S.

On Friday, April 23, 2010, Governor Jan Brewer
of Arizona signed Senate Bill (SB) 1070 into law. It
is a law that gives local and state police the authority
to stop anyone, anywhere, to demand proof of citizen-
ship based only on “reasonable suspicion”. SB 1070 re-
quires police to check for documents of anyone who is
suspected of being in Arizona “illegally” and obligates
them to arrest those not producing it.

No matter how much the “authors” say that SB 1070
is not racist, those of us who have studied the history of
the United States will not be fooled. We know that it is
a law specifically directed at Mexicans —as historically,
it has been Raza who are the main target of the police
and when stopped, are the only ones who are asked for
“papers”.

Moreover, these laws encourage racist-vigilante
groups like the Ku Klux Klan, Minutemen, and other
such groups, to escalate their violent attacks against
the Mexican community. Already, several people have
been killed, including a 9-year child (Brisenia Flores)
and dozens beaten, by racists who blame Mexicans for
all their problems.

The passage of SB 1070 and other “anti-immigrant”
laws should be of surprise to no one. In Arizona and
throughout the United States, the fear of losing the land
(stolen from Mexicans) upon which they illegally exist
—scares the hell of out some white people. They fear
the prospect that some day colonized people will free
themselves and develop the power to bring them to a
court of justice in which they will have to pay repa-
rations to Mexicans-Indians, Africans, and Asians, for
the hundreds of years genocide, slavery, theft of land
and resources, colonial exploitation, and ecological de-
struction of planet earth. It is a fear based on the fact
that they, and they alone, are the “real” illegal aliens.

For the last several weeks, since the ap-
proval of SB 1070, Raza have hit the streets by the
hundreds of thousands, protesting the growing attacks
against our communities. Dozens of organizations
have called for a boycott of Arizona, many Mexican
and Latin American artists (musicians, actors, etc.) are
refusing to perform in Arizona, and hundreds of people
have been arrested demanding a repeal of this law.

The CMPP supports the efforts of these

COMPANERO PEDRO ALBIZU CAMPOS:

LA HISTORIA DE NUESTRA LUCHA

SU OBJETIVO FUE LA LIBERACION TOTAL DE SU PATRIA!

Cuarenta y cinco afios atrds, uno de los mas grandes
patriotas de la historia Raza murié como consecuencia
de la tortura y la intoxicacion por agentes de gobierno
capitalista colonial-EE.UU. EIl 21 de abril de 1965,
tres meses después de ser liberado de la prision, su cu-
erpo totalmente devastado por la tortura que recibié en
prision, Pedro Albizu Campos fallecié en su natal Puer-
to Rico - “La Isla del Encanto” o como nombrada por
sus originales habitantes indigenas, Borinquén “tierra
de la gente valiente”. Compa Albizu Campos fue la mas
importante figura politica de Puerto Rico del siglo 20,
un héroe nacional que sacrifico su vida por la libertad de
su pafs. Fue escritor, tedrico politico, sindicalista, ora-
dor y lider de un partido politico, el Partido Nacionalista
de Puerto Rico. Debido a todas estas cualidades, se le
llamé “El Maestro™.

Durante la mayor parte de su vida, su objetivo era
organizar el pueblo de Puerto Rico para reclamar su his-
toria cultural, los simbolos nacionales (como la bande-
ra), y liberar a la nacion de la ocupacion imperialista de
Estados Unidos. Compa Albizu fue uno de los primeros
tedricos (de la Raza) anti-colonial y de la exposicion
de las contradicciones enfrentando a los pueblos coloni-
zados. Como una forma de lucha, promovi6 la teoria y
la practica de la no-colaboracion (retraimiento) con las
estructuras coloniales.

Compa Albizu era un nacionalista comprometido a
la liberacién de Puerto Rico por cualquier medio nec-
esario. Durante cincuenta afios fue la figura principal en
el movimiento independentista de Puerto Rico y presi-
dente del Partido Nacionalista de Puerto Rico desde
1930 —hasta su muerte. Compa Albizu fue también lo
que en la Unidn del Barrio/Comité de Presos Mexica-
nos-Chicanos (CMPP) 1llamamos un “Internacionalista
de la Raza” -alguien que cree en la libertad y la unidad
de toda América Latina en una nacién poderosa y justa.
HIJO DEL BARRIO Y LIDER DE UNA NACION

Pedro Albizu Campos, nacié el 12 de septiembre de
1891, en un pequefio y pobre barrio llamado Tenerfas,
en la ciudad de Ponce, Puerto Rico. Nacié unos po-
cos afios antes de la invasion de 1898 por los EE.UU.
Compa Albizu se crié en la pobreza. Su madre era una
trabajadora africana que murié cuando €l era un nifio y
su padre un hacendado espafiol/mestizo y funcionario
gubernamental, quien se negd a reconocer Compa Al-
bizu como su hijo hasta afios después.

A pesar de que €l no asistio la escuela hasta que tenfa
12 afios, Compa Albizu era de una inteligencia supe-
rior y muy interesado en su educacién. En 1912, Albizu
recibié una beca para estudiar Ingenierfa en la Univer-
sidad de Vermont y 1913 continud sus estudios en la
Universidad de Harvard. Fue uno de los primeros “lati-
noamericanos” que fue permitido estudiar en Harvard.

Aligual que miles de los pueblos colonizados, durante
la Segunda Guerra, Albizu Compa sirvié en el Ejército
de los Estados Unidos. Los puertorriquefios de ascen-
dencia africana, como Compa Albizu, fueron asignados
a las unidades de “color negro” en cumplimiento de las
leyes militares de Estados Unidos de segregacion racis-

ta de dicho perfodo. Fue en el Ejército de los EE.UU.,
donde Albizu vio el trato racista de los afroamericanos
y los puertorriquefios.

Fueron estas experiencias de pobreza, vivir bajo
la ocupacién militar colonial directa de EE.UU., y el
servicio militar —que contribuyeron al desarrollo de su
conciencia politica y como un guerrero contra el colo-
nialismo y por la liberacién de Puerto Rico.
DISCIPLINA,COMPROMISO,0RGANIZACION,
Y LAMILITANCIA

Después de la guerra, en 1919, Albizu regresé a la
Universidad de Harvard.
Se gradud de Harvard para !
obtener una Licenciatura %
de Leyes, donde también
estudid Literatura, Filo-
soffa, Ingenieria Quimica y
Ciencias Militares. Hablaba
con fluidez en inglés, espa-
flol, francés, alemdn, portu-
gués, italiano, latin y griego.
Compa Albizu avanzo en su
lucha contra las ideas-imperialistas
a través de su asociacion con los estudiantes de otras
colonias y naciones oprimidas.

En 1922, se casé con Laura Meneses, a quien habia
conocido en la Universidad de Harvard. Regres6 a
Puerto Rico después de completar la escuela de leyes
y rechazo ofertas de empleo con el gobierno y puestos
de maestro. Ya consciente de la necesidad de poner fin
a la ocupacién colonial de Puerto Rico, se establece en
“La Cantera”, un barrio pobre en Ponce, donde comen-
z6 a ejercer la abogacia. Dos aflos mds tarde, en 1924,
se uni6 al Partido Nacionalista Puertorriquefio y fue
elegido su vicepresidente. Compa Albizu subi6 rdpida-
mente en las filas del partido, llegando a ser su embaja-
dor internacional. Durante todo el aflo de 1927, viajé a
Haiti, Republica Dominicana, Perti, México, Panamd y
Venezuela, en busca de solidaridad con el movimiento
de independencia de Puerto Rico.

El 11 de mayo de 1930, Albizu Campos fue elegido
presidente de la Partido Nacionalista Puertorriquefio.
Confirmé la impor-
tancia de la “orga-
nizacién” y exigi6
de sus miembros la
disciplina, compro-
miso y militancia.
Como  presidente
del partido declaré:
“Nunca he creido en
los ndmeros, la inde-
pendencia se logrard
por la intensidad de
los que se dedican
totalmente a los ide-
ales nacionalistas”.

Compa Albizu tomo un papel central en la orga-
nizacién de huelgas obreras y manifestaciones masivas
exigiendo el fin de la ocupacién de EE.UU. Debido a
su activismo, se convirtié un enemigo de las fuerzas
coloniales y fue arrestado y acusado de conspiracién
sediciosa. Desde los afios treinta a los sesenta Compa
Albizu estaba dentro y fuera de la prision, tanto en los
Estados Unidos y en Puerto Rico, encarcelado un total
de 25 afios.

En 1932, Albizu fue una de las primeras personas
a exponer experimentos médicos de genocidio que
en secreto practicaban dentro los pueblos coloniza-
dos. Publicé un articulo que expone un doctor blanco
(anglo) que, como experimento, estaba matando a pa-
cientes puertorriquefios a
través de inyecciones con
células cancerosas. Esta
fue una época en que el

afroamericanos y otras
personas  (no-blancas)
con sifilis y otras enfer-
medades, como parte de

HISTORY OF OUR STRUGGLE
Compaiero Pedro Albizu Campos

HIS AIM WAS THE
e
ANTI-COLONIALIST RAZA WARRIOR

Forty-five years ago, one of the greatest Raza patri-
ots in history died as a result of torture and poisoning by
U S. government colonial-capitalist agents. On April 21,
1965, three months of after being released from prison,
his body totally devastated by prison torture, Pedro Al-
bizu Campos died in his homeland of Puerto Rico - "La
Isla del Encanto" or as called by its indigenous inhabit-
ants, Borinquén: “land of the valiant people”.

Compa Albizu Campos was the most important Puerto
Rican political figure of the 20th century, a National Hero
who sacrificed his life for the freedom of his country. He
was a writer, political theorist, labor organizer, speaker,
and leader of a political party, the Nationalist Party of
Puerto Rico. Because of all these qualities, he was called
"El Maestro".

Throughout most of his life, his aim was to organize the
Puerto Rican people to reclaim their cultural history, na-
tional symbols (such as the flag), and liberate the nation
from United States imperialist occupation. Compa Albizu

was one of the first Raza theoreticians of anti-colonial
thought and exposition of the contradictions confronting
the colonized. As one form of struggle, he promoted the
theory and practice of non-collaboration (retraimiento)
with the colonial structures.

Compa Albizu was a nationalist committed to the lib-
eration of Puerto Rico by any means necessary. For fifty
years he was the leading figure in the Puerto Rican inde-
pendence move-
ment and was
president of the
Puerto Rican Na-
tionalist ~ Party
from 1930 until
his death. Com- |
pa Albizu was
also what we in
Unién del Bar-
rio call a “Raza
Internationalist”
(Latin  American
Internationalist)
-someone  who
believes in the freedom and unity of all Latin America
into one powerful and just nation.

SON OF THE BARRIO AND LEADER OF A NATION

Pedro Albizu Campos, was born on September 12,
1891, in a small, poor Barrio, called Tenerfas, in the city
Poncé, Puerto Rico. He was born just a few years before
the 1898 US invasion of his homeland. Compa Albizu
grew up in poverty. His mother was an African worker
who died when he was a child and his father a Spanish/
Mestizo landowner and government official, who refused
to recognize Compa Albizu as his son until later in his
life.

Even though he didn't start school until he was 12 years
old, Compa Albizu was of extra ordinary intelligence and
extremely interested in his education. In 1912, Albizu
was awarded a scholarship to study Engineering at the
University of Vermont and 1913 enrolled at Harvard
University. He was one of the first “Latin Americans” to
study at Harvard.

Like thousands of colonized people, during World War
I Compa Albizu served in the United States Army. Puerto
Ricans of African descent, such as Compa Albizu, were
assigned to the all black units in compliance with the
United States military racist segregation laws and regula-
tions of that period. It was in the U.S Army where Albizu
saw first hand the racist treatment of African-Americans
and Puerto Ricans. It was these experiences -growing
up in poverty, living under direct U.S. military colonial
occupation, and military service- that contributed to his
political consciousness and development as a warrior
against colonialism and for the liberation of Puerto Rico.
DISCIPLINE, COMMITMENT, ORGANIZATION,
AND MILITANCY

After the war, in 1919, Albizu returned to Harvard
University. He graduated from Harvard obtaining a Law
degree, where he also studied Literature, Philosophy,
Chemical Engineering and Military Science. He was flu-
ent in English, Spanish, French, German, Portuguese,
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iEl Pueblo Unido, Jamas Sera Vencido!

Italian, Latin and Greek. Compa Albizu further advanced
his anti-imperialist ideas through his association with stu-
dents from other colonies and oppressed nations.

In 1922, Albizu married Laura Meneses, whom he had
met at Harvard University. He returned to Puerto Rico
after completing law school, turning down government
job offers and teaching positions. Already conscious of
the need to end the colonial occupation of Puerto Rico,
he moved to "La Cantera", a poor
barrio in Ponce, where he began
practicing law. Two years later, in
1924, he joined the Puerto Rican
Nationalist Party and was elected
its vice president. Compa Albizu
rapidly climbed the ranks of the
party, becoming its international
ambassador. Throughout the year
of 1927, he traveled to Haiti, Do-
minican Republic, Peru, Mexico,
Panama and Venezuela, seeking
solidarity for the Puerto Rican
Independence Movement.

OnMay 11,1930, Albizu Cam-
pos was elected president of the Puerto Rican Nationalist
Party. He upheld the importance of “organization” and
demanded of its membership discipline, commitment,
and militancy. As the party president he declared: "I nev-
er believed in numbers, independence will be achieved
instead by the intensity of those that devote themselves
totally to the nationalist ideal”.

Compa Albizu was central to organizing workers'
strikes and mass demonstrations demanding an end to
U.S occupation of Puerto Rico and became a target of
the colonial forces, was arrested and charged with sedi-
tious conspiracy. From the mid-thirties to the early sixties
Compa Albizu was in and out of prison, both in the Unit-
ed States and in Puerto Rico, serving a total of 25 years.

In 1932, Albizu was one the first to expose the secret
genocidal medical experiments conducted on colonized
people. He published an article that exposed a white
(Anglo) doctor who, as a medical experiment, was killing
Puerto Rican patients by injecting them with live cancer
cells. This was an era when the United States government
was inflicting African Americans and other nonwhite
people with syphilis and other diseases as part of experi-
mentation and genocide. —[Parte II of this biography
will continue in the next issue of Las Calles]

First and foremost I would like to send
all my respect and wish blessings upon all
those involved with the Chicano Mexicano
Prison project and your love ones.

I want to inform you that I am a 20
year-old Chicano from San Diego. I live
in Spring Valley. Right now though, un-
fortunately, I'm a (CDC) California pris-
oner serving my sentence in an out-of-state
prison. It is still controlled directly by the
California Department of Corrections. As
you may or may not know, I and a lot of
the Raza are in “out of state prisons” due to
overcrowding back in California.

Currently I find myself in the hole. I'm
back here for accusations of attempted mur-
der and assault on two correctional officers.
They have 98 Chicano Mexicanos back

here in the hole in Mississippi, all on the
same allegations.

Well, I received the hook up on the
CMPP from an older veterano homie from
Los Angeles who has been in prison for 17
straight years. He led me in the direction to
the CMPP so I can pick up some schooling
about the Raza.

A little more about myself. I've been
locked down since September of 2006. 1
got my GED at East Mesa Juvenile Hall
down the road from Donovan State Prison,
right there in San Diego. I was on the
wrong path solving all my problems with
my fists and that only led me to catch a case
while I was in CYA. Which further placed
myself in the Los Angeles County jail and
sentenced to four years in prison. Now
I’'m changing myself for the better, at least
that’s the way I see it.

So to let you fellow Chicano Mexica-
nos know, I'm trying to educate myself
about my people as much as possible. If
this project could assist me with some lit-
erature about the Raza or Aztecas, Olmec,
and Toltec; whether it be history or learning
how to speak and write Nahuatl —anything
you guys can bless me with will be put to
good use and would be highly appreciated.

Also the homie who shot me the directa
to the CMPP said to ask for the newsletter
and free literature.

I don’t want to be a burden on you. I
understand you guys must get a lot of letters
asking for handouts, but I don’t have any-
one to help me out with financial assistance
while I’m here.

Well, I will be looking forward to hear-
ing from the CMPP in the future and I hope
you guys can help me out to further educate
myself about the Raza.

Pues, based upon what I have noticed, in
order to lead Chicanos-Mexicanos in to so-
cial, political, cultural, and economic prog-
ress —we have to understand that racially
“Chicanos” and “Mexicanos” are the same
Mexica (Me-Shee-Kah) people.

Being Mexica does NOT mean that you
are “Hispanic” or “Latino”. Some Euro-
pean blood and “walk of life” [culture] has
been imposed and forced upon our people,
such as language, religion, customs, and
practices.
